Outcomes Grants

Who: Any full-time faculty member at Waubonsee Community College

What: Develop a grant proposal relating to outcomes assessment at the course or program
level. You can work on one course, compare your courses over the course of a
semester or year, or you can lead a group of faculty in assessing program outcomes
in your area. New and innovative projects and classroom research focused on
student learning are always good options.

Examples: Electronic portfolios; research to establish benchmarks for student
success in the nursing program; use of clickers (personal response system;
development of measurement tools for course objectives.

: All proposals should be submitted to The Outcomes Program via email at

TOP@waubonsee.edu and should include the outcome/objective that you want to
assess; a proposal that explains your idea or project; a timeline for completion; and
anticipated hours to complete the project.

What costs will the grant cover?: Depending on the grant proposal, TOP has funded
stipends for full-time and adjunct faculty; computer equipment and software;
incentives for adjunct faculty to attend meetings or participate in the project.

What is the deadline for submitting proposals? Good news - there is no deadline! TOP
accepts grant proposals at any time during the year. If you have an idea and would
like to develop it in to a grant proposal, contact Stacey Randall, Outcomes
Coordinator, at srandall@waubonsee.edu or ext.
